1 Open Access (Directory of Open Access
Journals): We define open access journals
as journals that use a funding model that
does not charge readers or their
Institutions for access. From the BOAI
definition [1] of "open access" we take the
right of "users to read, download, copy,
distribute, print, search, or link to the full
texts of these articles" as mandatory for a
journal to be included in the directory.

Definitions

1 “an electronic system that captures, preserves,
and provides access to the digital work products
of a community” (Foster and Gibbons, 2005)

1 “The IR Is a digital archive, owned and
maintained at either departmental or institutional
level” (Loughborough University)

1 “It Is a Web-based archive of scholarly material
produced by the members of a defined
Institution” (Chan, 2004)

Institutional Repositories — Some
Definitions (cont.)

1 “A university-based institutional repository is a
set of services that a university offers to the
members of its community for the management
and dissemination of digital materials created by
the institution and its community members. It is
most essentially an organizational commitment
to the stewardship of these digital materials,
Including long-term preservation where
appropriate, as well as organization and access
or distribution.” (Lynch, 2003)

Institutional Repositories — Some
Definitions (cont.)

1 "An institutional repository (IR) is a digital
collection of a university's intellectual output.
Institutional repositories centralize, preserve,
and make accessible the knowledge generated
by academic institutions. They also form part of
a larger global system of repositories, which are
Indexed In a standardized way and searchable
using one interface, providing the foundation for
a new model of scholarly publishing." (Canadian
Association of Research Libraries)
